ABBA Junior Bully Showmanship
Purpose. The purpose of Junior Showmanship classes is to evaluate each Junior Handler's ability to present their dog for conformation judging, their general dog knowledge, and their specific knowledge of the dog and breed of dog they are presenting.

Classes. Classes are divided by the age and experience of the Junior. Breed of dog should never be a consideration when evaluating Juniors and only relates to the Juniors performance in terms of the Juniors knowledge of that particular breed. The Junior Class will be further subdivided into Novice and Open divisions. The Novice division is for true beginners in the sport.
Small Fry This class is for children 2 years of age and under 8 years of age as of January 1st of the current calendar year. Parents are allowed to assist children in the ring to ensure that dogs are under control at all times. No placements will be made in this class. Clubs must offer an award or ribbon to each participant.

Junior (Large Fries). This class is for children 8 years of age and under 14 years of age as of
January 1st of the current calendar year. This class shall be subdivided into two divisions as follows:
Novice Junior. This class is for any Junior Handler who has never earned a Best Junior Handler award with competition, or who has not earned three first place wins from the Novice Junior class with competition.

Open Junior. This class is for any Junior Handler who has earned a Best Junior Handler award with competition from the Novice Junior class, or who has earned three first place wins from the Novice Junior class with competition.

Best Bully Junior  This class will consist of the winners of the Novice Junior, Open Junior. The Judge will select a single winner in this class. Small Fry’s do not compete for Best Bully Junior.

Mandatory evaluations. The following items are mandatory when Judging Junior Showmanship:

a. Present the dog in a stacked position appropriate to the individual dog;
b. Show the dog’s bite as part of the judging process;
c. Move the dog with the class;
d. Move the dog individually in a pattern;
e. Answer general dog-related questions on canine anatomy, health and/or handling;
f. Answer breed standard questions on the particular breed of dog they are handling if a breed standard exists. For mixed-breed dogs these questions are not mandatory.
